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Lucienne Renaudin Vary

Trumpet
Winner of the ‘Révélation’ category of the Victoires de la Musique Classique 2016, French trumpeter Lucienne Renaudin Vary was born in 1999 and studied classical trumpet with Philippe Lafitte at the Conservatoire du Mans. In 2014 she entered the Conservatoire National Supérieur de Paris and in 2017 becomes the first trumpet student ever to be accepted in the Classical and Jazz departments at the same time. As a Warner artist, Lucienne releases her first album in autumn 2017, in collaboration with Orchestre National de Lille and Rolando Villazón. She launches its release in a concert at the Seine Musicale in Paris on 6 November 2017, alongside the Ensemble Appassionato.
At the age of 11, Lucienne won the Concours Selmer-Le Parnasse and the Third Prize of the Concours Européen des Jeunes Trompettistes d'Alençon in the 14-17 year old category. She has since been awarded first prizes at each competition she has participated in: Concours des Rencontres Internationales des Cuivres in Belgium, Concours des Clés d'Or in Paris and Concours des Jeunes Artistes ‘Maurice André’ in Alès.

In her native France, Lucienne has appeared at Salle Gaveau, Annecy Classic Festival, Salon Musicora, Festival Classique au Vert, Les Grandes Heures de Cluny, Les Flâneries Musicales de Reims (filmed by Medici), Un Violon sur le Sable, Colmar fête le Printemps, Antibes Génération Virtuoses, Festival de l'Epau with Orchestre symphonique de Bretagne and La Folle Journée in Nantes with the Ural Philharmonic Orchestra, broadcasted live on ARTE. 

Further afield Lucienne has performed at the Festival Spivakov in Moscow, concerts in Ankara, Rheingau Musik Festival, and in Finland she played Sørensen’s Trumpet Concerto under Moshe Atzmon. She appeared on the Stars von Morgen show (ARTE/ZDF) presented by Rolando Villazon, in Berlin. In summer 2016 Lucienne made her debut with the London Chamber Orchestra and Vladimir Ashkenazy, performing Shostakovich’s Piano Concerto No.1 for piano and trumpet with Daniil Kharitonov in Turkey, and has played again with the Orchestra for her London debut in May 2017 with the Haydn Trumpet Concerto. 
Other engagements include concerts at the Cartagena International Music Festival in Colombia with Les Siecles under Francois-Xavier Roth; at Herkulessaal in Munich with The City of Prague Philharmonic Orchestra and at Fränkische Musiktage Festival with Junge Philharmonie Frankfurt RheinMain. She also performed in concerts around the UK including London, Cambridge, with the Royal Philharmonic Orchestra, and Deal Festival, replacing Alison Balsom in the latter two. 
During the 2017/18 season Lucienne performs with Orchestre National du Capitole de Toulouse in a South-American tour with Tugan Sokhiev and Bertrand Chamayou, as well as Orchestre National de Lille and makes her debut with Orchestre national d’Île-de-France. She also plays with Philharmonia Orchestra, Luzerner Sinfonieorchester and Münchner Symphoniker, Collegium Musicum Basel and Poznań Philharmonic Orchestra. In May, she makes her North-American debut with Les Violons du Roy. All through the season, she takes part in Flanders Festival, Festival d’Auvers-sur-Oise and Mozartfest Würzburg. 
As well as the classical repertoire, Lucienne is an avid jazz performer. In 2009 she studied as part of Santiago Quintans’ jazz class and she now regularly performs jazz repertoire in duo or quartet. In 2016/17 she performed a jazz concert at the Weingartner Musiktage Junger Künstler, as well as at the Cartagena Festival.
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
