David Portillo

Praised for his impeccable clarity and beautiful tone, American tenor David Portillo is emerging as a major lyric talent and looks set for an important career in opera and concerts on both sides of the Atlantic.

After making his debut at the Wiener Staatsoper as Conte Almaviva (Il barbiere di Siviglia), Portillo went on to make his debuts at the Festival d’Aix-en-Provence as Lurcanio (Ariodante) in the new staging by Richard Jones, and at Salzburger Festspiele in concert performances of La favorite alongside Elīna Garanča and Juan Diego Flórez. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]At home in the US, he recently made his debut with Lyric Opera of Chicago as David (Die Meistersinger von Nürnberg) and has established strong relationships with many of America’s important companies returning to Chicago as Andres (Wozzeck) under Sir Andrew Davis, Houston Grand Opera for Tamino (Die Zauberflöte) and debuting at Washington National Opera as Ramiro (La cenerentola). Following his debut at the Metropolitan Opera as Almaviva, David returned last season as Jacquino (Fidelio) under Sebastian Weigle, and appears there again this season as Eduardo in Thomas Adès’ highly regarded new work, The Exterminating Angel, and his first Camille (Die lustige Witwe). Elsewhere in the US, David debuts at Dallas Opera as Don Ottavio (Don Giovanni) under Music Director Emmanuel Villaume, and returns to Houston as Almaviva.

In Europe, Portillo continues to perform at the highest level with recent debuts at Glyndebourne Festival Opera as David in David McVicar’s production, both Festival d’Aix-en-Provence and Dutch National Opera as Pedrillo (Die Entführung aus dem Serail) and in concert at Théâtre des Champs-Elysées, all under Jérémie Rhorer, and at Oper Frankfurt as Tamino under Sebastian Weigle. This season, David makes further debuts in Germany: first at Deutsche Oper Berlin as Conte di Libenskof in Jan Bosse’s new production of Il viaggio a Reims, under Giacomo Sagripanti, then at Bayerische Staatsoper as Pasquale in Axel Ranisch’s new production of Haydn’s Orlando Paladino, conducted by Ivor Bolton and as part of the theatre’s Opernfestspiele.

Other major international engagements have included Ferrando (Così fan tutte) in David McVicar’s production at Opera Australia, Gonzalve (L'heure Espagnole) at the Saito Kinen Festival under Stéphane Denève, and Ferdinand in Thomas Ades’ The Tempest with Accademia Nazionale di Santa Cecilia in Rome under the composer.
On the concert platform, David recently debuted with the Radio Filharmonisch Orkest in Schumann’s Das Paradies und die Peri under Markus Stenz, and, last season, joined the English Concert and Harry Bicket on tour in the US and Europe, alongside Joyce DiDonato as Ariodante.
David Portillo is a graduate of the Ryan Opera Center and alumnus of both the Merola Opera Program and Wolf Trap Opera in Washington. He studies with Stephen King.
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
