Baritone
This season British baritone Jonathan McGovern makes his debut at the Komische Oper Berlin as Pelléas in Barrie Kosky’s new production under Jordan de Souza. He also returns to Staatsoper Hamburg as Papageno under Adrian Müller, and Teatro Arriaga, Bilbao for Calixto Bieito’s new production of Johannes-Passion. In the UK, Jonathan makes his Scottish Opera debut as the Steward in Stephen Barlow’s production of Flight and returns to Garsington Opera as Papageno in Netia Jones’ new production of Die Zauberflöte under Christian Curnyn. 
Recent highlights include an outstanding debut as Papageno for Staatsoper Hamburg in Jette Steckel’s new production under Jean-Christophe Spinosi, the title role in Monteverdi’s L’Orfeo for Teatro Arriaga, and Pelléas in his company debut with Garsington Opera. Elsewhere Jonathan has sung Robert Carsen’s production of Les fêtes vénitiennes with Les Arts Florissants under William Christie on tour in Toulouse and New York, as well as Aeneas (Dido and Aeneas) under Trevor Pinnock at the Wigmore Hall, Alidoro in Cesti’s Orontea with La Nuova Musica under David Bates, and Pilate in Luigi Rossi's Per la settimana santa for the Early Opera Company.
Concert highlights have included Junior in Bernstein’s A Quiet Place with Ensemble Modern under Kent Nagano at the Konzerthaus Berlin, Konzerthaus Dortmund and Dresdner Musikfestspiele, as well as Beethoven’s Choral Fantasy at the Verbier Festival under Charles Dutoit, Carmina Burana at the Teatro dell’Opera di Roma, the NDR Podium der Jungen under Andrew Litton and Mahler’s Lieder eines fahrenden Gesellen with the Tampere Philharmonic Orchestra under Daniel Cohen. 
A gifted recitalist, Jonathan has performed with pianists Malcolm Martineau, Graham Johnson, Simon Lepper, James Baillieu, Timothy End and James Cheung. In recent seasons he has appeared at the Wigmore Hall, Musee d’Orsay, deSingel, the Oxford Lieder Festival, London English Song Festival and the Lichfield Festival. 
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
