Oleg Tsibulko

Young Moldovan Oleg Tsibulko became an artist to watch when he took Second Prize at the internationally-recognised Neue Stimmen Competition in 2013, subsequently making an acclaimed European debut as Gremin (Eugene Onegin) for Angers Nantes Opéra. Since then, Tsibulko has made a number of significant appearances including several outings in the Rossini repertoire: as Zambri in Ciro in Babilonia under Jader Bignamini at the Rossini Festival in Pesaro, as Oroe in Semiramide at Maggio Musicale Fiorentino under Antony Walker and most recently at Musikfestival Dortmund as the Tutor in Le Comte Ory, conducted by Giacomo Sagripanti. In addition to further productions of Eugene Onegin for both Teatr Wielki and Opéra de Nice, Tsibulko has returned to Florence’s Maggio Musicale as Un frate (Don Carlos) under Zubin Mehta, and was recently acclaimed in his first performances as Banquo (Macbeth) at the Buxton Festival.
Originally trained as a pianist, Oleg Tsibulko completed his Master's degree at Chişinău Academy of Music in Moldova before joining the prestigious Young Artists Programme at the Bolshoi Theatre. Subsequently joining the theatre’s ensemble, Tsibulko made his main stage debut in 2011 as Sarastro (Die Zauberflöte) going on to sing a number of other roles there including Colline (La bohème), Angelotti (Tosca), Count Rodolfo (La sonnambula), Don Alfonso (Cosí fan tutte) and, most recently, the title role in Le nozze di Figaro. 

In the current season, Oleg Tsibulko continues to expand his repertoire and international profile making his North American debut with the Canadian Opera Company in their Stravinsky double-bill of Le Rossignol and Renard under Music Director, Johannes Debus. In concert he sings Verdi’s Messa da Requiem at the Teatro Massimo di Palermo, at Zubin Mehta’s invitation, as well as joining the Noord Nederlands Orkest in the same repertoire under Eivind Gullberg Jensen.  Oleg also makes his debut at the Concertgebouw as General Polkan in Rimsky-Korsakov’s The Golden Cockerel conducted by Vasily Petrenko. 
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
