Artistic Director of the Kammerorchester des
Bayerischen Rundfunks and of his own Camerata
Europeana in Stuttgart, Radoslaw Szulc has long been
renowned as one of Europe's leading concertmasters
and is now making his mark as a conductor of
exceptional quality.

Working under conductors such as Wolfgang Sawallisch, Mariss Jansons, and Riccardo Muti
inspired him in the early stages of his own conducting career. In 2002 Sir Colin Davis recommended him for the prestigious Vienna Music Academy where he studied in the conducting class of Leopold Hager. Two years later, he gave his conducting debut in Japan with the Osaka Philharmonic Orchestra.

Recent and upcoming engagements include concerts with the Stuttgarter Philharmoniker, Münchner Rundfunk Orchester, Deutsche Staatsphiharmonie Rheinland-Pfalz, Südwestdeutsches Kammerorchester Pforzheim, Georgisches Kammerorchester Ingolstadt, Staatskapelle Halle, Symfonieorkest Vlaanderen, Bamberger Symphoniker, Orchestre de Chambre de Lausanne, MDR Sinfonieorchester Leipzig, Orchestre Philharmonique de Liège, Adelaide and Tasmanian Symphony orchestras. In August 2012 he returned to the Auckland Philharmonia and Wroclaw Philharmonic orchestras.

He has toured with the Kammerorchester des Bayerischen Rundfunks in Italy, Switzerland
and Spain with soloists including Lang Lang, Mischa Maisky, Julian Rachlin and Sabine Meyer. He made an acclaimed debut in the ‘Goldener Saal’ of the Musikverein, Vienna. Early in 2007 he stepped in at very short notice to conduct the City of Birmingham Symphony Orchestra, making such a success of the programme, including Bruckner’s Symphony 4, that reviewers hailed the event "not so much a loss as an extraordinary revelation". The orchestra immediately re-invited him for the following season.

In 2011, Szulc recorded Mozart’s Piano Concertos for Deutsche Grammophon, directing the Kammerorchester des Bayerischen Rundfunks with soloist Hélène Grimaud. The disc reached the No.1 position in the U.S. iTunes classical chart. He also recorded Weber’s Clarinet Concertos with Karl Heinz Stefens and the Bamberger Symphoniker, released by Tudor in 2011.

Radoslaw Szulc first took up violin lessons with his mother Halszka Süss at the age of 8 and at 16 he won the National Wieniawski Competition in his native Poland. In the ensuing years he added many prestigious prizes - not least in Finland's Sibelius Competition. In 1999 he was appointed by Lorin Maazel as First Concertmaster of the Symphonieorchester des Bayerischen Rundfunks and has also been a regular guest leader with orchestras including the Philharmonia and London Symphony orchestras.
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
