A growing array of critically-acclaimed debuts has solidified the already flourishing reputation of Golda Schultz, of whom The Financial Times writes, “Golda Schultz sings with strength and assurance, her voice with its own distinctively thrilling radiance; she is a newcomer who simply has everything.”  From Cleopatra (Giulio Cesare) at Stadtheater Klagenfurt, Sophie (Der Rosenkavalier) at Salzburger Festspiele and the creation of the role of Sibilla in the world-premiere of Beat Furrer’s La bianca notte at Staatstheater Hamburg in 2015, to Contessa Almaviva (Le nozze di Figaro) at the Glyndebourne Festival, Susanna (Le nozze di Figaro) at Teatro alla Scala and Pamina (Die Zauberflöte) at Bayerische Staatsoper in 2016, Golda Schultz has been warmly received by audiences and critics alike, and sown the seeds of several continuing musical collaborations.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Born in South Africa, Schultz is a graduate of New York's prestigious Juilliard School and a former member of Bayerische Staatsoper’s Opernstudio from where she spent one season with Stadtheater Klagenfurt. Currently a member of the ensemble of Munich’s Bayerische Staatsoper, Golda has appeared there in a wide variety of roles including as Sophie in the historic Otto Schenk production as part of the 2014 Opernfestspiele, Fiordiligi (Così fan tutte), Liù (Turandot), Musetta (La bohème), Micaëla (Carmen), Freia (Das Rheingold) and Pamina. After a successful Salzburger Festspiele debut as Sophie under Franz Welser-Möst in 2015, Golda Schultz returned in the summer of 2017 in La clemenza di Tito under Teodor Currentzis in a widely-feted collaboration with Peter Sellars, and was described as “ a wonderful Vitellia who, with her noble, passionate soprano, impressively transforms from vengeful to repentant.” (Wiener Zeitung).
The 2017/18 season sees Golda Schultz make her Metropolitan Opera debut as Pamina under the baton of James Levine, to be broadcast in cinemas worldwide via The Met’s ‘Live in HD’ programme, and appear for the first time at Tokyo’s New National Theatre (Sophie), in addition to further productions at Bayerische Staatsoper as part of her ensemble commitments.  
A natural concert performer, Golda Schultz has enjoyed recent appearances with Washington’s National Symphony Orchestra in Mahler’s Symphony No 2 under Music Director Christoph Eschenbach, the Gewandhausorchester Leipzig in Tippett’s A Child of Our Time under Stefan Asbury, Finnish Radio Symphony Orchestra in a programme of Mozart arias under John Storgårds, Iceland Symphony Orchestra in Strauss’ Brentano Lieder under Andrew Litton, as well as with Deutsche Kammerphilharmonie Bremen both on tour to Japan in Beethoven’s Fidelio under Paavo Järvi, and at Musikfestival Heidleberger Frühling with Beethoven’s Ah! Perfido under Mirga Gražinytė-Tyla. 
This season’s concert appearances include Haydn's iconic Die Jahreszeiten with The Cleveland Orchestra at home and at Carnegie Hall under Franz Welser-Möst and Mendelssohn’s Elijah under Fabio Luisi for Opernhaus Zürich, alongside a gala concert at the Deutsche Oper Berlin under the auspices of the Deutsche AIDS-Stiftung, conducted by Giacomo Sagripanti. Golda also gives her debut recital at London’s esteemed Wigmore Hall, together with regular partner Jonathan Ware, to be broadcast live on BBC Radio 3.
