Mezzo-soprano

British mezzo-soprano Bethan Langford joins Scottish Opera this season as an Emerging Artist. Her roles on the programme include Second Lady in Sir Thomas Allen’s production of The Magic Flute under Tobias Ringborg, Glasha in Stephen Lawless’ new production of Kátya Kabanová under Stuart Stratford, Giovanna in Rigoletto under Rumon Gamba, and covering the role of Daisy in the world premiere performances of Stuart MacRae’s Anthropocene. Elsewhere, Bethan appears at the Aldeburgh Festival to present Cameron Dodds and Ruth Mariner’s Indus, especially commissioned for Bethan as part of the National Opera Studio’s ‘12:40’ project.
A recent graduate of the Guildhall School of Music and Drama and National Opera Studio, highlights elsewhere have included Bethan’s debut as Dorabella (Così fan tutte) for Bury Court Opera, Second Angel in George Benjamin’s Written on Skin with the Melos Sinfonia at LSO St Lukes and on tour at The Mariinsky Theatre, and Third Maid (Elektra) under Esa-Pekka Salonen for Verbier Festival Academy. Concert highlights have included Messiah with Orquesta Ciudad de Granada, Elijah with the Ashford Choral Society and Rachmaninov’s All-Night Vigil at St Martin-in-the-Fields. 
A keen recitalist, Bethan has already performed at many leading concert venues and festivals across the UK. This season Bethan launches a new vocal ensemble – Schubert & Co. – with Sholto Kynoch and a selection of young singers, specialising in the performance and promotion of part-song. Recent engagements include her Wigmore Hall debut and subsequent invitation to return for a solo recital next season, as well as recitals for Oxford Lieder Festival, Aldeburgh Festival and Heidelberger Fruhling Festival. 
Bethan is a proud past recipient of the Elizabeth Eagle-Bott Award for visually impaired musicians from the RNIB. 
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
