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Mari Eriksmoen
Soprano
Immediately upon completion of her vocal studies in Oslo (Norwegian Academy of Music), Paris (Conservatoire National Superieur) and Copenhagen (Royal Danish Academy of Opera), Norwegian soprano Mari Eriksmoen found herself with a dream offer to join Theater an der Wien as Zerbinetta in their production of Ariadne auf Naxos, marking the start of a close and ongoing relationship with this important theatre. Eriksmoen’s frequent return visits to Vienna have included as Olympia (Les contes d’Hoffmann), Euridice (Monteverdi’s L’Orfeo), Teti (Rossini's Le nozze di Teti e di Peleo) and Rosina (Paisiello’s Il barbiere di Siviglia) and she attracted wide attention and received universal praise for her portrayals of Susanna, Zerlina and Fiordiligi in a cycle of Mozart’s Da Ponte operas together with the late Nikolaus Harnoncourt in performances broadcast throughout Europe on both radio and television. 
Last season, Eriksmoen scored a personal triumph in her role debut as Mélisande (Pelléas et Mélisande) under Alejo Pérez and in a universally-acclaimed new production by Sidi Larbi Cherkaoui, Damien Jalet and Marina Abramović for Opera Vlaanderen. With subsequent peformances at Grand Théâtre de Luxembourg, of Eriksmoen’s performance Forum Opéra wrote “her French diction was faultless, her voice like crystal, and she embodies the hypnotising fragility of this heroine to perfection”.
Other pivotal appearances in recent seasons have included Pamina (Die Zauberflöte) at Festival d'Aix-en-Provence under Raphaël Pichon and at Opernhaus Zürich under General Music Director Fabio Luisi, Blondchen (Die Entführung aus dem Serail) at Oper Frankfurt, Glyndebourne Festival Opera and at the 2015 BBC Proms, La Fée in Damiano Michieletto’s production of Cendrillon at Komische Oper Berlin under Henrik Nanasí and, in a display of repertoire versatility, Eriksmoen joined Daniel Barenboim’s epic Ring Cycles as Waldvogel in Wagner’s Siegfried at Teatro alla Scala.

A confident and versatile concert singer, Eriksmoen is frequently invited to sing Solveig in Grieg's Peer Gynt, with her wider concert repertoire including Schumann's Szenen aus Goethes Faust, Mozart's Davide penitente and Mass in C minor, Poulenc's Gloria, Orff's Carmina Burana, Handel's Messiah, Bach's Mass in B minor, Haydn's Stabat Mater and Brahms's Ein deutsches Requiem. Eriksmoen is a regular guest with the Oslo Philharmonic, Bergen Philharmonic Orchestra, Danish National Symphony Orchestra, Malmö Sympfoniorkester and Gothenburg Symphony amongst others. She’s recently appeared with Orchestre de Paris, Münchner Philharmoniker, Internationale Stiftung Mozarteum, and she made her debut last season with the Berliner Philharmoniker performing Mendelssohn’s A Midsummer Night’s Dream under Iván Fischer.
Current season opera highlights include Pamina in Simon McBurney’s production of Die Zauberflöte for Dutch National Opera, Agilea in Handel’s Teseo conducted by René Jacobs for Theater an der Wien, and she makes her role debut as Sophie (Der Rosenkavalier) in David McVicar’s popular production for Norwegian National Opera. She also tours a new symphonic passion entitled “Solveig’s Waiting” created by Calixto Bieito for the Bergen Philharmonic Orchestra and the Bergen Festival.  

Eriskmoen has recorded Szenen aus Goethes Faust with Symphonieorchester des Bayerischen Rundfunks under Daniel Harding (available on Naxos), Blondchen (Die Entführung aus dem Serail) with the Akademie für alte Musik Berlin and René Jacobs (available on harmonia mundi), and she appears on DVD (Opus Arte) as Blondchen with Glyndebourne Festival conducted by Robin Ticciati.
