According to Opera Now, Samonan tenor Pene Pati “is purely and simply the vocal embodiment of the Duke of Mantua, possessing the vocal swagger, the freshness of voice, and the creative energy that makes the Duke lovable”.  
Pati debuted in Verdi’s Rigoletto in the 16/17 season while still an Adler Fellow at San Francisco Opera under Music Director Nicola Luisotti, and to unanimous critical acclaim. Other experience gained during his time with the Company includes the Messenger (Aïda), Count Lerma and Royal Herald (Don Carlo), and the creation of the roles of Eunuch/Stone in the world premiere of Bright Sheng’s Dream of the Red Chamber, alongside the expansion of his repertoire to include Ernesto (Don Pasquale), Pinkerton (Madama Butterfly), Alfredo (La traviata), Des Grieux (Manon) and Roberto Devereux.

Pene Pati came to international attention after numerous high-profile competition successes taking both Second and Audience Prize at Operalia (2015), Second Prize at Neue Stimmen (2015), First Prize at the Montserrat Caballé International Aria Competition (2014), as well as the prestigious Joan Sutherland and Richard Bonynge ‘Bel Canto’ Award (2012).

Since graduating as an Adler Fellow at the end of 2017, Pati has joined New Zealand’s Festival Opera for a new production of Madama Butterfly, appeared as Alfredo for Opera San José and made his role debut as Nemorino (L’elisir d’amore) for NZ Opera. The current season brings a European operatic debut as Percy (Anna Bolena) at Opéra National de Bordeaux under Paul Daniel, and he joins Hawaii Opera Theatre for their production of La traviata, with roles further ahead including Macduff (Macbeth), Rodolfo (La bohème) and Roméo (Roméo et Juliette).

Pati completed his studies at the Wales International Academy of Voice under Dennis O’Neill with whom he continues to work, alongside César Ulloa. Since 2012, Pene Pati has enjoyed huge commercial success as a member of Sol3 Mio, a popular trio formed together with his tenor brother and baritone cousin. Their first album, released on Decca Classics, achieved 8x platinum sales in New Zealand and they frequently perform concerts to sold-out stadiums across their home country.
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
