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David Portillo
Tenor
Praised for his impeccable clarity and beautiful tone, American tenor David Portillo regularly appears at the world’s top operatic and concert stages and has established himself as a major lyric talent.
David Portillo has made an impressive string of debuts in Europe in recent seasons including as Conte Almaviva (Il barbiere di Siviglia) at Wiener Staatsoper, Tamino (Die Zauberflöte) at Oper Frankfurt, Lurcanio (Ariodante) at Festival d’Aix-en-Provence, and David (Die Meistersinger von Nürnberg) at the Glyndebourne Festival. He debuted at Deutsche Oper Berlin as Conte di Libenskof in Jan Bosse’s new production of Il viaggio a Reims, and at Bayerische Staatsoper as Pasquale in Haydn’s Orlando Paladino as part of the theatre’s Opernfestspiele conducted by Ivor Bolton, a role he revives in the current season. Last season he reunited with Bolton at Teatro Real Madrid in his debut as Idamante (Idomeneo) in Robert Carsen’s new production, and reprised Tamino both at Glyndebourne (in a new production and under Ryan Wigglesworth), including in a concert staging at the BBC Proms, and Oper Frankfurt. 
At home in the US, David also continues to expand his repertoire with recent role debuts at The Metropolitan Opera as Chevalier de la Force (Dialogues des Carmélites) under Music Director Yannick Nézet-Séguin, and Lyric Opera of Chicago as Arbace (Idomeneo) under Sir Andrew Davis, as well as his first Alfredo (La traviata) with Opera San Antonio. This season sees a return to the Metropolitan opera for Der fliegende Holländer (Steuermann) and for Die Zauberflöte also at Washington National Opera, and he creates a new role in the world premier of Tobais Picker opera adaptiation of Awakenings at Opera Theater of St. Louis. 
On the concert platform, David has performed with Radio Filharmonisch Orkest in Schumann’s Das Paradies und die Peri under Markus Stenz, at Théâtre des Champs-Elysées in a concert performance of Die Entführung aus dem Serail, again under Rhorer, joined the English Concert and Harry Bicket on tour in the US and Europe as Lurcanio and returned to LA Philharmonic for Beethoven’s Mass in C and Haydn’s Nelson Mass under Gustavo Dudamel. This season he joins Tucson Symphony for Rossini’s Stabat Mater.

David Portillo is a graduate of the Ryan Opera Center and alumnus of both the Merola Opera Program and Wolf Trap Opera in Washington. He studies with Stephen King.
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
