The 19/20 season for Maya Lahyani includes a return to New Israeli Opera, this time for her debut as Sister Helen Prejean in a new production of Jake Heggie’s Dead Man Walking under Patrick Summers, as well as appearing as Rosette in Massenet’s Manon under Maurizio Benini and Tisbe in La Cenerentola under James Gaffigan at the Metropolitan Opera. On the concert platform, Lahyani makes her debut with the London Symphony Orchestra in Tippett’s A Child of Our Time under Alan Gilbert and sings Mary Magdalene in Elgar’s The Kingdom with the American Symphony Orchestra at Carnegie Hall.

A former Adler Fellow and Metropolitan Opera National Council Audition finalist, Maya Lahyani made her Metropolitan Opera debut as Kate Pinkerton (Madama Butterfly) under Philippe Auguin and has since appeared there regularly including in Elektra, Rigoletto, The Death of Klinghoffer, La traviata, Cendrillon and Rusalka. As a young artist at both the San Francisco and Seattle Operas, Maya performed a diverse repertoire including Così fan tutte, Ariadne auf Naxos, La fanciulla del West, Die Walküre and Franco Alfano’s Cyrano de Bergerac, Les dialogues des Carmélites and Káťa Kabanová.  Last season, Maya sang Charlotte (Werther) at New Israeli Opera and Grimgerde in the Metropolitan Opera’s production of Die Walküre under Philippe Jordan which was broadcast globally via The Met’s Live in HD series.  Her debut as Carmen at Opera Las Vegas was met with unanimous critical acclaim.
In concert, Maya appeared at the Hollywood Bowl with the Los Angeles Philharmonic and Gustavo Dudamel in performances of Verdi’s Rigoletto, and performed Bernstein’s Symphony No.1 Jeremiah with the Civic Orchestra of Chicago which further broadened her concert repertoire that already includes Mozart’s Requiem, Mendelssohn’s A Midsummer Night’s Dream, Ravel’s Shéhérezade, Brahms’ Alto Rhapsody and Mahler’s Symphony No.2.
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
