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French-Cypriot soprano Sarah Aristidou was a member of the International Opera Studio of Berlin’s Staatsoper Unter den Linden through the 2018/19 season, during which time her roles included Première Servante de Dircé in Cherubini’s Médée under Daniel Barenboim and Grande Prêtresse de Diane/Une Matelote in Rameau’s Hippolyte et Aricie under Sir Simon Rattle, alongside Papagena (Die Zauberflöte) and Taumännchen (Hänsel und Gretel).

Aristidou’s professional début came in 2016 as Offenbach’s Eurydice (Orphée aux enfers) at the Angers Nantes Opéra, where she was immediately reinvited as part of Moshe Leiser & Patrice Caurier’s new production of L’incoronazione di Poppea under the baton of Gianluca Capuano. She has since twice been nominated as “Best Newcomer” in the Opernwelt Yearly Reviews for her interpretations of Franziska in Christian Jost’s Die arabische Nacht (2016) and as Soprano Coloratura in Claude Vivier’s Kopernikus (2019).

[bookmark: _GoBack]Sarah created the role of Shoko in the world premiere of Thomas Larcher’s Das Jagdgewehr at the Bregenzer Festspiele (with Ensemble Modern and Michael Boder) followed by performances at Aldeburgh Festival (Knussen Chamber Orchestra under Ryan Wigglesworth) to unanimous critical acclaim, “captur[ing] the adolescent rage of Shoko while mastering Larcher’s virtuosic demands.”(Financial Times, August 2018). Some other recent performance highlights include a début with the Berliner Philharmoniker (A “Late Night” with Edgard Varèse, conducted by François-Xavier Roth), Maïma (Offenbach’s Barkouf) at Oper Köln, La Vierge in Honneger’s Jeanne d'Arc au bûcher with the Polish National Radio Symphony Orchestra, Soprano (Into the Little Hill) with the Münchener Kammerorchester, her UK debut with Classical Opera/The Mozartists, a concert with the Symphonieorchester des Bayerischen Rundfunks under Matthias Pintscher and St. John’s Passion, also with François-Xavier Roth, at Kölner Philharmonie with the Gürzenich Orchestra.

Compositions specially written for Sarah Aristidou include Aribert Reimann’s Cinq fragments lyriques (performed at Berliner Philharmonie with the Deutsches Symphonie-Orchester Berlin and Robin Ticciati) and Jörg Widmann’s Labyrinth IV (premiered by the Boulez Ensemble, conducted by Daniel Barenboim). In July 2020 Sarah participated in Daniel Barenboim’s & Emmanuel Pahud’s Festival of New Music at the Boulez Saal in Irini Amargianaki's Eumeniden.

The 2020/21 season sees Sarah singing a role debut as Zerbinetta Ariadne auf Naxos, Ismene Mitridate and the title role in Lucia Ronchetti’s Pinocchio at the Staatsoper Unter Den Linden, as well as Ismene on tour with Marc Minkowski/Les Musiciens du Louvre. Other engagements include concerts at the Boulez Saal, Konzerthaus Berlin and her début at the Heidelberger Frühling.
