Anthony Roth Costanzo
Counter-tenor 
A versatile and engaging performer, Anthony Roth Costanzo was propelled to international attention by his First Prize win at Placido Domingo's Operalia competition with several European debuts ensuing, including Eustazio (Rinaldo) at the Glyndebourne Festival, Apollo (Death in Venice) at Teatro Real Madrid, Ixbalanqué (Indian Queen) at English National Opera, and Spirit/Angel in Saariaho’s Only the sound remains at Finnish National Opera. Recent operatic highlights include debuts as Giulio Cesare for Houston Grand Opera, Nerone (L’incoronazione di Poppea) at Cincinnati Opera, and Boy/First Angel in George Benjamin’s Written on Skin at Opera Philadelphia, alongside Unulfo (Rodelinda) at the Metropolitan Opera, Armindo (Partenope) at San Francisco Opera, and Orfeo (Orfeo ed Euridice) at Florida Grand Opera.  
A strong affinity with contemporary works, Roth Costanzo was part of the world premieres of both Jake Heggie’s Great Scott at Dallas Opera and Jimmy Lopéz’s Bel Canto at Lyric Opera of Chicago, and his stand-out debut performances as Philip Glass’ Akhnaten at English National Opera, LA Opera and, most recently, The Met earned him universal acclaim for his “melting sound that cut through the orchestra with surprising ease” (New York Times), and his “touchingly vulnerable portrayal” (Telegraph). 
In concert, Anthony has performed Ligeti’s Le Grand Macabre under Sir Simon Rattle with both Berliner Philharmoniker and London Symphony Orchestra, and under Alan Gilbert with both NDR Elbphilharmonie and New York Philharmonic, joined the Cleveland Orchestra for Carmina Burana and Bernstein’s Chichester Psalms, and regularly sings Handel’s Messiah, most recently at Carnegie Hall. In recital this season, Anthony presents programmes with San Francisco Performances, the Phillips Collection, and the Cleveland Art Song Festival.
As an exclusive recording artist for Decca Gold, Anthony’s first album Glass Handel, in collaboration with Les Violons du Roy and Jonathan Cohen, was Grammy-nominated and launched as a multi-disciplinary and immersive run of performances at Opera Philhadelphia and St John the Divine in New York to universal acclaim.  

A hugely creative and collaborative artist, Roth Costanzo has been part of the creation of several unique projects including The Tales of Genji that incorporated traditional Kabuki, Noh actors, dancers and western music and played to sold-out houses in Kyoto and, together with choreographer Karole Armitage and filmmaker James Ivory, a pasticcio about castrati which was chronicled by the documentarian Gerardo Puglia and subsequently selected for the Cannes Film Festival, qualified for an Academy Award, and aired on PBS affiliates. As a member of their Artistic Council, Anthony has produced and starred in two critically acclaimed shows at National Sawdust in New York: Aci, Galatea e Polifemo and Orphic Moments, the latter devised by Matthew Aucoin in combination with Gluck’s Orfeo ed Euridice and also staged at the Salzburger Landestheater. 
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
